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Prevention Project
Focuses on Youth

The Consultation and Education Divi-
sion of OGC was recently awarded a $3700
grant by Arkansas Office on Alcohol and
Drug Abuse Prevention (OADAP) to imple-
ment a prevention education project at
Springdale High School. John Risk, OGC
video programmer and project coordinator,
stated, “We intend to form a group of
student volunteers whose skills will be
developed to plan, research, produce and
cablecast a series of seven monthly television
programs concerning a broad variety of
youth, drug, and alcohol issues. The series
is planned to begin the week of October
19th.”

In preparing for this project, the entire
classroom of third hour Sociology Il students
at Springdale used their final 8 weeks to
prepare, administer and evaluate a 21
question survey designed to determine the
student body’s use, attitudes toward, and
awareness of drug and alcohol problems.
Nearly 1000 surveys were returned from
students in grades 10-12. Nearly 90% of
the sample indicated they have no problems
with drugs or alcohol or that they can set
limits on their use, although students re-
ported the using of the following substances
on a weekly basis: Beer - 43%; Wine - 16%;
Pot - 19.5%; Speed - 14%; Downers- 2.5%;
LSD - 1.7%.

Though 30% of the sample reported
not using drugs, or alcohol, nearly 80% of
the students said they were easy to obtain.

Work is currently underway to apply
for funds to accomplish a similar project for
school age children in Fayetteville. For
